In March, 2009, River Action received $124,000 from the Watershed Improvement Review Board of the Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship for watershed improvement projects along Duck Creek and its tributaries.  The funding is matched with $25,000 for each city (total of $50,000) from River Action, American Water, Walcott Trust and Savings Bank and Cargill and $25,000 of in-kind services from the cities of Davenport and Bettendorf (total of $50,000).  Monies have also been received for environmental education.  Altogether the project totals $248,750.

River Action, together with the cities of Davenport and Bettendorf created a watershed plan for Duck Creek.  The Duck Creek Watershed Plan identified concerns with Duck Creek and made prioritized recommendations for improvement.  The recommendations called for in-the-ground projects and awareness and education to improve the creek.  These projects will improve water quality, reduce erosion on stream banks, and provide habitat for wildlife.  With areas now identified, work will begin this month on these projects.
