Mik 

Holgersson, Program Director of 

Natural Resources at River Action, 

applied in anticipation of employing

his nearly three years of turtle research experience to outfit 

Nahant Marsh with a set of equipment and to standardize 

methods for comprehensively inventorying and monitoring 

the resident turtle species. The grant funded the purchase 

of nine turtle traps plus measuring equipment, and, with a 

match from River Action, supported ten bi-weekly trapping 

sets between May 6th and September 30th.  

 

The first season of the turtle-monitoring program resulted in 

the capture and documentation of 196 individual turtles at 

Nahant Marsh, including an unprecedented number of 

Blandingõs turtles, a species listed as threatened in Iowa 

and endangered in Illinois.  In summary, 146 painted tur-

tles, 35 snapping turtles, 11 Blandingõs turtles, two spiny 

softshell turtles, and two red-eared sliders were marked 

and measured through this study.  Given this success, fund-

ing inquiries and research plans are already being made for 

next year.  Chief among these is a concerted effort to focus 

trapping on areas most likely to hold Blandingõs turtles.  

While data from all species captured will be used to esti-

mate population sizes and to assess the sex ratio and age 

structure of each population, it is especially important to 

document as many of the regionally imperiled Blandingõs 

turtles as possible.  Obtaining this information will be a first 

step towards answering several questions important to the 

conservation of the Blandingõs turtle at Nahant Marsh, in-

cluding: Is Nahant Marshõs Blandingõs turtle population 

growing or in decline?  What are the key features of the 

habitat being used by these turtles and how and where 

should restoration efforts be employed to improve and in-

crease such habitat?  Are suitable nesting sites available, 

are they being used, and, if so, are nests producing hatch-

lings?

River Action began the Duck 

Creek Buffer Program in 

June, 2009, in partnership 

with the cities of Davenport 

and Bettendorf through the 

assistance of matching-

funds provided by the Iowa 

Watershed Improvement 

Review Board and Alcoa 

Foundation.  The project is 

designed to implement a 

total of 16 acres of native 

vegetation stream buffers 

along Duck Creekõs main 

channel and tributaries to 

stabilize soil and filter storm 

water runoff.  The cities of 

Bettendorf and Davenport 

have demonstrated their 

commitment to the Buffer 

Program through in-kind 

work; all buffer sites current-

ly in the works are on city 

property. 

 

The 2009, phase one of the 

program implemented 2.5 

acres of short grass prairie 

buffers along Duck Creek 

Parkway near Devilõs Glen 

Road in Bettendorf and 2.4 

acres west of Brady Street in 

Davenport.  The 2010 phase 

is underway and will result in 

4.4 acres of buffers at East-

ern Avenue Park and 1.3 

acres along the Duck Creek 

Parkway east of Jersey 

Ridge Road.  The re-

maining 5.4 acres will 

be planned for imple-

mentation in 2011.  

Although municipalities have 

lead the way for enrolling 

land in the Duck Creek Buff-

er Program, private landown-

ers along Duck Creek and its 

tributaries are encouraged 

to participate.  Free water-

testing kits are available to 

stakeholders, volunteers, 

and classes interested in 

testing Duck Creek water 

quality.
