Zoning requirements enable consistency
across sites, enabling each site to he hoth unigue and part of the larger system. The creation of the first PIO (Parks Improvement District} wo be
managed by the Gowanus Canal Conservancy enables consistent planting and maintenance across the entire district.
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Inclusive Program: With oversight from both the Department of City Planning (DCP} and SCAPE, sites owned and built by different developers
compliment each other programmatically. While each site may only include one or two active programmatic elements, the
system of parks is able to support a diversity of uses that better represent the whole community.
